WORK-RELATED LEARNING AND CAREERS EDUCATION  

 

Enterprise and employability skills are vital attributes for young people to posses to ensure that they have the capability of being effective in the work-

place. We aim to deliver employability skills and enterprise education across the whole school through our enrichment and PHSCEE programme. Our 

approach has always been to develop a number of very effective strategies to ensure many of the necessary skills are built into exciting, engaging and 

challenging activities. 

 

Our commitment to high quality careers advice and guidance is evident through our successful reassessment of the óInvestors in Careersô award. We 

have longstanding partnerships with the EBeBP and Connexions service who regularly deliver workshops and 1:1 guidance sessions and our most  

recent development, the annual Careers Fair, is an invaluable resource to students. 

 

From Year 7 through to Year 13 students are engaged in a rolling programme to ensure they have a broad and balanced experience to support them in 

making informed choices at appropriate key stages. From employment law to planning events in Year 7 and 8, or independent exploration of the labour 

market and equal opportunities in Year 9, each year offers a wide range of opportunity. Year 10 students have the chance to take part in work  

experience with essential CV writing and interview technique workshops planned for Year 11, and finally, exploring higher education and its alternatives 

in the Sixth Form.

PASTORAL ORGANISATION  

 

The aim of our pastoral system is to ensure that each student learns in the most effective way to achieve his or her maximum potential.  We strive to  

provide a caring and supportive environment, in which each student is able to achieve academic success and fully develop intellectual, creative, social 

and personal skills.  The school operates a House system.  On entering the school each student joins one of four Houses; Bailey (blue), Gemini (green), 

Romer (red) or Young (yellow). 

 

The Head of House is responsible for the welfare of all students in the House for their first five years in the school.  Students who continue into the Sixth 

Form remain in Houses but the Head of Sixth Form is responsible for their academic guidance and welfare. 

 

Close liaison is maintained with the primary schools, to ensure that the transition from primary to secondary school is an enjoyable and exciting time for 

our new students.  All students have a form tutor who takes special interest in their work, progress and well being.  The form tutor normally remains with 

the tutor group from Years 7 to 11.  The tutor is the first link in the system of pastoral care.  If you have any worries about your sonôs/daughterôs progress, 

the tutor or Head of House are the staff to contact in the first instance.  We both welcome and value liaison between home and school and encourage 

parents to be closely involved with the education of their children.

SCHOOL MEALS

We maintain close links with several local companies, providing a wide range of opportunities for students.  Our annual Careers Fair is well supported 

and welcomes organisations such as O2, Siemens, National Grid, NHS, Thatcham Motors, Specsavers, Montessori Teaching and SCL.  This year we 

have further support for the curriculum from Microsoft, Siemens, The Army and several local hotels. 

 

We also work in partnership with East Berkshire Education Business Partnership (EBeBP), providing a number of work-based learning workshops and 

work experience.  All workshops are delivered with the support of local business volunteers who offer their knowledge and expertise. 

 

There will also be a number of competitions run by local industry and school visits to complement the curriculum and enhance learning opportunities.

NOTICE TO PARENTS OR STUDENTS ATTENDING MAINTAINED PRIMARY, SECONDARY AND SPECIAL SCHOOLS IN BERKSHIRE WHO LIVE 

IN THE VICINITY OF BROADMOOR HOSPITAL 

 

 p If there is an escape, the warning siren will sound and all schools within approximately seven miles of Broadmoor Hospital will be notified.  

  The warning siren is tested each Monday at 10.00 a.m. for 2½ minutes.  After a break of 2 minutes the all clear siren is also sounded for 2½  

  minutes. 21 



 p Schools will stay open and operate as normally as possible. 

 

 

 p Parents who know of an escape before their children leave home for school will be expected to make arrangements for escort. 

 

 

 p Where an escape occurs before the start of school or during the morning session, students will be kept at school at midday unless collected 

  by their parents and will be provided with a meal to the extent which the emergency arrangements allow; parents will be asked in due  

  course to pay the appropriate charge for the meal provided.  If parents decide to collect their children at midday, they must be responsible 

  for their safe conduct to school in the afternoon. 

 

 

 p If the emergency extends to the end of afternoon school, no child attending an Infant, Junior or Primary School will be allowed to leave the 

  safety of the school premises unless collected by a parent or a responsible adult known personally to the staff or, in exceptional  

  circumstances, a responsible adult known personally by the child.  Headteachers of Secondary Schools have discretion to allow students to 

  go home unaccompanied where the authority for this has been received from parents in writing. 

 

 

 p On subsequent days parents will be solely responsible for the safe conduct of children to and from school, or to and from pick-up and  

  setting-down points for school transport. 

 

 

 p Parents should discuss with the Headteacher any special difficulties which are likely to arise in individual cases. 

 

 

 p If an escape takes place parents are asked to keep telephone calls to the school to an absolute minimum. 

 

 

SANDHURST SCHOOL  :  BROADMOOR PROCEDURE  

 
 p If the Broadmoor alarm sounds during lessons, they will continue as normal, except for PE, which will follow normal wet weather  

  procedures.  All staff are asked to be extremely vigilant and not allow students out of the classroom unnecessarily. 
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 p At break time all students will remain in classrooms.  Staff who are free provide support in corridors and around buildings. 

  

  

 p At lunch time, students who normally go home to lunch, remain in school and have a school meal. 

 

 

 p Wet weather procedures will be followed, with all students remaining in the buildings. 

 

 

 p Years 7 and 8 go to the Hall, except during exam periods when they go to the Sports Hall. 

 

 

 p Supervision to continue as at present, with additional support from the Pastoral Management Team. 

 

 

 p Students in Years 12 and 13 may leave the school site at lunch time. 

 

 

 p After lunch, students register and go to lesson 5 as usual. 

 

 

 p At 3.00 p.m., a bell is rung and students return to tutor bases with tutors.  (Any period 6 lessons are cancelled). 

 

 

 p Students who are allowed to go home (those with NO asterisk in the register) may do so in groups. 

 

 

 p Tutor and remaining students (those indicated in the register by a red asterisk) stay in tutor base until approximately 3.30 p.m. from where  

  parents may collect children. 

 

 

 p At 3.30 p.m., tutors escort remaining students to the hall where they will be supervised by senior staff.

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SEX EDUCATION POLICY  

 

Aim  

 

To offer all students the opportunity of receiving a comprehensive well-planned programme of sex education throughout their time at school, in  

accordance with the guidance given in Circular 5/94 óEducation Act 1993 : Sex Education in Schoolsô.   

 

 

Objectives  

 

 p To prepare students for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life. 

 

 p To promote the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of all students. 

 

 p To provide equal opportunities for all students. 

 

 p To recognise and take account of the different levels of physical and emotional maturity of students within a group. 

 

 

Moral and Values Framework  

 

The sex education programme will: 

 

 p Present facts in an objective and balanced manner, to enable students to comprehend the range of sexual attitudes and behaviour in  

  present day society. 

 

 p Enable students to know what is and is not legal. 

 

 p Help students to consider their own attitudes and to make informed, reasoned and responsible decisions about the attitudes they will adopt 

  both in school and as adults. 

 

 p Teach the physical aspects of sexual behaviour in a way which encourages students to consider the importance of dignity and respect for 

  themselves and others and the physical, emotional and moral risks of casual sexual behaviour. 
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 p Foster a recognition that both sexes have a responsibility in sexual matters. 

 

 p Stress the importance of family life while accepting that not all family groupings are the same.  Emphasise the ideas of caring, stable, secure 

  relationships and the responsibilities of parenthood.

Organisation of the Sex Education Programme  

 

 p Sex education will be delivered as part of the Personal and Social Education programme. 

 

 p It will be delivered in Years 7 and 8 by the form tutors. 

 

 p From Years 9 ï 13 the programme will be taught by a small team of specialist PSHCCE teachers. 

 

  p Staff will have the expertise to deliver the programme of sex education in a professional and sensitive manner. 

 

  p The team will be aided by the School Health Sister, who will ensure that there is adequate liaison with the primary feeder schools, to  

   facilitate effective progression from primary to secondary schools. 
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  p Other health professionals will be invited to contribute to the sex education programme, as appropriate. 

 

  p All staff teaching sex education, will follow the agreed approaches and attitudes, outlined in the Sandhurst School Sex Education  

   Programme ï óApproaches to Topicsô. 

 

  

Working with parents  

 

 p Parents who wish to discuss the sex education programme, should in the first instance, contact the Headteacher at the school.  It is the  

  intention of the governors and staff that the teaching offered in the sex education programme should complement and support the role of 

  parents and  should give due regard to their views. 

 

 p Parents who wish to withdraw their child from part or all of the sex education programme should write to the Headteacher, stating that they 

  do not wish their child to participate in the sex education programme.

PHOTOGRAPHING STUDENTS 

 

There will be occasions where it is desirable to record photographic images of students in school for use in broadcast media, for example the school 

newsletter or local press.  Photographs are an excellent way of celebrating our studentsô achievements.  The following is an outline of the schoolôs policy 

on the taking, storage and use of photographic images. 

 

 p The overriding principle of our policy (in line with Bracknell Forest Council) is that permission must be obtained from everyone in the image 

  if it is to be used.  As there are many occasions when we may wish to take photographs we will ask your permission at the start of each 

  year of the studentôs time in school.  This permission will allow us to take, store and use a photograph of your child within materials  

  produced to publicise the school, including on the school website. 

 

 p Once permission has been granted, only those students whose parents have given permission for them to appear in images will be present 

  when the images are recorded.  Students must also take responsibility in this matter. 
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 p If the school uses photographs in a broadcast publication (including on the schoolôs website), individuals will not be identified by name  

  unless direct permission has been sought.   

 

 p The school may record images of students for educational purposes.  Nothing recorded for such purposes will be published/transmitted  

  outside the school unless permission has been received through the process previously described.
