Bracknell Forest also offers a ‘drop-in surgery’ giving you the opportunity to discuss any professional development issues with your adviser.

Sandhurst School also provides a comprehensive support programme to help ensure that your first year runs as smoothly as possible.  A full induction programme is in place to enable you to settle in quickly and to learn about our specific school procedures.  You will work closely with the Induction Tutor to identify your training needs and to monitor and support your progress towards the successful completion of your induction year.  You will also be assigned a departmental mentor who will be on hand to offer subject-specific guidance and advice. Naturally you will teach a reduced timetable, enabling you to spend more time on your own development.  

All newly qualified teachers are offered employment from either July 1 or September 1.  If you are able to start on July 1 you will get to know the school and other staff, meet the students, prepare work and find accommodation in the local area ready for September.
