We have new windows!  I do realise that this is not something most people get excited about but I am thrilled.  

For such a long time our windows in our MFL and history classrooms have been very much past their best ð 

neither shutting properly or remaining open without being propped open!

We are also getting some new fencing around site.  This is being funded by Bracknell Forest and the work will 

begin on May 29 th .

Despite recent claims in the press of extra funding for schools, budgets across most schools in Bracknell Forest 

are tight.  Certainly this is, for us, our most difficult year to date.  

 

That is why we rely so much on FoSS (Friends of Sandhurst School PTA) to help us buy items.  The Chromebooks 

purchased this academic year are in full use and a tremendous aid in the classroom.  Departments also bid for 

items that they cannot afford on tight departmental budgets.  Each month a department name is pulled from 

the hat and FoSS gift them money to purchase these extra items, the library recently had a whole new suite of 

computers and the history department purchased chain mail body armour which is used for role play and to 

bring history alive in the classroom.
