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On July 5t 1948 the National Health Service began. Six years earlier, the Beveridge Report had recom
the creation of a 6écomprehensive health and rehabi
government published a White Paper called a National Health Service. Following a Labour win in the general
election of 1945 and the appointment of Aneurin Bevan as Minister of Health the practicalities of creating a
health care service for all were taking shape.

The fundamental principle of the NHS was that the British public became entitled to a free, comprehensive
healthcare funded by general taxation.

After the initial launch of the NHS in 1948 other key events followed:

1952: Prescription charges launched in England. At the time they were one shilling; the cost now is £8.50.

A flat rate of £1 for ordinary dental treatment was introduced.

1960: The first UK kidney transplant took place at Edinburgh Royal Infirmary involving identical 49 -year -old
twins.

1961: The contraceptive pill was made available, initially only to married women.

1962: Enoch Powell introduced his hospital plan to build a hospital in each area where more than

125,000 people lived.

1968: Britainds first heart transplant at National Heart F
1972: CT Scans introduced.
1978: Worl dés first | VF baby, Lhduyi se Brown was born on 25

1980s: MRI scanners, keyhole surgery, liver and lung transplants and breast screening programmes.




1990s: NHS Organ Donor Register launched, NHS Direct (now NHS 111) launched.

2000s Gene therapy treatments introduced, bowel cancer screening, HPV vaccination programme and
stroke FAST campaign launched.

2013: UKs first hand transplant operation.

All of us at some time will have benefitted from the expertise and dedication of healthcare workers. | have, my
loved ones have and | have no doubt we will need them again.

In Britain we adore the NHS and even offered it a tribute at the 2012 London Olympics and recently when
President Trump criticised it we responded with fire and fury!

The truth, according to The Institute for Fiscal Studies and the Health Foundation is that the NHS needs a
significant cash boost. Since its foundation the NHS has, over the last 8 years, experienced the most severe fiscal
squeeze and state funding needs to at least double and eventually treble if we are to meet the demands
ahead.

Increased taxation is probably the only answer 0 whether it is fuel tax, income tax or whatever. | know that when
my loved ones needed the most expert of care | would have given anything to ensure they got it.

Whatever the answer is to saving our NHS | do know that the dedication of its workers who day in and day out
give so much deserve our gratitude and respect.
